Daryl Gibb Horsemanship is offering Arena and Trail clinics, hosted at home based, Nighthawk Ranch, located in Cawston, BC.  Lots of clinic dates to choose from this year, along with the flexibility to register for the full week, or daily as required.
These week long clinics will strengthen the bond between you and your equine partner.  During the week you will focus on your personal areas of horsemanship and establish a better understanding of how a horse ‘thinks and reacts’, while Keeping Horses Real.
We’ll start each day at 9am, then around noon break for lunch, wrapping up the afternoon close to 4:30pm.  Given that horses are involved, these times have been known to change!
One of the goals during the week long clinics is to offer a solid understanding of the skills required for starting young colts and also working with green horses.  The clinics held at Nighthawk Ranch are ideal for owners who are working with green horses under Daryl’s direct guidance and supervision.  
The more seasoned horses will benefit from the variety of horsemanship skills worked on in the arena.  And of course the opportunity to explore the areas around Nighthawk Ranch on horseback are endless.  
Participants can bring 2 horses.  Pens/shelters are provided, please bring in your own hay/grain. Horse trailers can be parked at the ranch for those commuting to and from their accommodations. 
Accommodations: Self contained RV/campers are welcome at the ranch ($15/day fee) and a 
variety of accommodations await you, just 10 minutes away in Osoyoos, BC.  Please make your own arrangements.
Meals and Refreshments: Participants provided all their own meals and refreshments.  

Pets: We are great pet lovers, but in consideration of all attending, ask that pets stay at home.

What to bring: Come prepared for both you and your horse for all weather conditions, as all activities are conducted outdoors.  Rope halters with 12’ lead lines are recommended, along with a carrot stick.  
Bug spray and sunscreen are always recommended.  Saddle bags are suggested for riding out.
Horses should be shod:  Due to the rocky terrain in this region, it is recommended that horses have full sets of shoes.
